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UNANYDNIEIDING

This research aims to study Thai Song culture through
Khubsaipeng songs based on ethnémusicological and cultural
anthropological frameworks. These songs are explored in terms
of meaning and function. The main research site was Sakaeraai
community at Don Yaayhom sub-district, Muang district,
Nakhonpathom province. Data was also collected from four
additional Thai Song communities — Huathanon, Kohraet,
Donthong, and Phaihuuchang located in Nakhonpathom
province, which were used as contextual and comparative
benchmarks. The findings reveal that the main functions for
which Khubsaipeng songs are used are as greetings, for telling
stories, courting, etc. They possess sweet melodies and their
contents is not complicated. Descriptive language is used to
depict the Thai Song way of life. Khubsaipeng songs are sung
during Thai Song cultural activities and at festivals such as
Inkon, calling back the guardian spirits, courting and annual
festivals. In brief, Khubsaipeng songs reflect Thai Song cultural
values and traditions, their beliefs, history, social situation and

world view.
